La biblioteca recibió un subsidio

This summer the Northlake Public Library District will offer additional programs to patrons as part 
of a grant program. Penny Severns Summer Family Literacy projects help Illinois families, both 

adults and children, who have dif�culty reading or using English to improve their reading, writing, 
math or their use of English as a new language. Projects also strengthen the ability of the parent to foster 
educational achievement and increase their ability to use the resources and services of the library. The 
Northlake Library program is titled �Abriendo Puertas con Ingles @ la Biblioteca Publica de Northlake: 
Sirviendo a nuestra Comunidad Latina de Northlake, Stone Park, y Unincorporated Leyden Township� 
which means �Opening Doors with English @ Northlake Public Library District: Serving our Latino 
Community of Northlake, Stone Park & Unincorporated Leyden Township.� This program will be 
open to our many Latino families. Funding for this grant was awarded by the Illinois State Library, a 
Department of the Of�ce of Secretary of State, using funds provided by the U.S. Institute of Museum 
and Library Services, under the federal Library Services and Technology Act (LSTA).

In addition to ESL classes and storytimes there will be a zoo �eldtrip, computer classes and much 
more. Latino teen volunteers are needed to assist with our many planned activities. Finally, Latino 
families registered for the Summer Literacy programs will be eligible for a family prize drawing by 
completing the requirements for �Scare Up a Good Book�, the library�s summer reading program. 
Registration for the summer reading program and the grant activities begins on June 7, 2010 at the 
library.

Este verano el distrito de la Bibioteca Pœblica de Northlake podrÆ ofrecer programas adicionales 
para los usuarios como resultado de un subsidio de la biblioteca estatal de Ilinois. El programa del

2010 Children�s Summer Reading Program
Summer reading is a program that entices children to read when school is not in session and encourages them to become 

lifelong library users. Research shows that the reading skills a student gains during the school year are lost if he or she does 
not read during the summer. Summer Reading works by encouraging children to set goals and reach milestones independently 
or with the help of their parents.

Our Children�s Summer Reading program is for children from birth through grade 8. Children up to grade 5 are asked 
to read or be read to for a total of 10 hours. Children entering grades 6-8 are asked to read at least 1000 pages. Reading 
registration for all levels begins on Monday, June 7. Please note: Registration is required for all programs unless noted.
